                                                                  Scenario  “Up-Helly-Aa” ( Fire Festival)
Announcer 1:  (slide 1) Good day, dear  friends, teachers and students! We are glad to see you at our school. We’d like to tell you about an unusual Scottish festival which takes place (slide 2) in the town Lerwick on the Shetland  Islands located more than 100 miles (160 km) off the north coast of mainland Scotland. (slide 3)
(Slide 4 )- Clip “The Flower of Scotland” (length – 3,5 min.)
Announcer 2:  (slide 5) Lerwick is the main port and the only town on the Shetland  Islands  with a population of about  8000 residents and many places of interests. (slides 6,7) Lerwick is the focus of most events in Shetland, including the largest of the annual Up HYPERLINK "http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Up_Helly-Aa"Helly-Aa fire festivals (slide 8) which takes place on the last Tuesday of January every year.
Announcer 1:  (slides 9,10,11) For 24 hours, on the last Tuesday of January, the town of Lerwick goes more than a little mad. "There will be no postponement for weather". That's a defiant boast by Shetland's biggest fire festival.   It's a superb spectacle, a celebration of Shetland history, and a triumphant demonstration of the islanders' skills and spirit. 
Announcer2: (slides 12,13) This northern  festival lasts just one day (and night). But it takes several thousand people 364 days to organise. Much of the preparation is in strictest secrecy. The biggest secret of all is what the head of the festival, the 'Guizer Jarl', will wear and which character from the Norse Sagas he'll represent.
Announcer1: (slide 14) The Jarl will have been planning the longest day of his life for 12 years or more, before he does his raven-winged helmet, grabs axe and shield, and embarks on a 24-hour sleepless marathon.
 Announcer 2: (slide 15,16) On the stroke of 7.30pm, a signal rocket bursts over the Town Hall. The torches are lit, the band strikes up and the amazing, blazing procession begins, snaking half a mile astern of the Guizer Jarl, standing proudly at the helm of his doomed replica longship, or 'galley'. 
Announcer1: (slide 17,18,19,20) Marching (passing) past spectators crowd vikings are carring their galley to the place chosen for burning.There they pull the drakar down on the ground and line up around it.The spectacle is relly fantastic:an ancdent  warship with a dragon"s head is in the centre of a flame - coloured circle!At the command with a war- cry vikings throw their torches into the drakar and set it on fire.
  Announcer 2: It takes half an hour for the Jarl's squad of burly Vikings to drag him to the burning site, through a crowd of four or five thousand spectators. (slide 21) A rocket explodes overhead. The Jarl leaves his ship, to a crescendo of cheers. A bugle call sounds, and then the torches are hurled into the galley. 
      (Fancy-dressed procession of the Vikings  carrying the ancient ship with the dragon head   by music “In-Extremo-Villeman-Og-Magnhild”– mp3.
Announcer 1: As the inferno destroys four months' of painstaking work by the galley builders, the crowd sings 'The Norseman's Home' - a stirring requiem that can brings tear to the eyes of the hardiest Viking.
   (Slide 22) - The Song”The Rose Of Allendale” –by the girls class 8.
Announcer 2: After this procession all participants and spectacles visit a dozen halls in rotation. 40 squads of guizers are all invited guests at what are still private parties - apart from a couple of halls where tickets are on sale to the general public.
     (Slide 23) – The song “Will You Go Lassie Go…” – by the girls class 9.
А 1: At every hall each squad performs its 'act', perhaps a skit on local events, a dance display in spectacular costume, or a topical send-up of a popular TV show or pop group. 
Аnnouncer 2: (Slide 24,25) - Every guizer has a duty (as the 'Up Helly Aa Song' says) to dance with at least one of the ladies in the hall, before taking yet another dram, soaked up with vast quantities of mutton soup and bannocks. 
     The group of the students of the classes 10-11 are performing the Scottish dance “The Dance of the Death” (music “Before Fight” mp3)
Аnnouncer 1: That's not the end of it, for throughout the rest of the winter each gang of guizers will hold their own 'squad dances' for family and friends. By early autumn, there'll be the first meetings to arrange the next year's performance, while at the Galley Shed in St Sunniva Street the shipwrights, carpenters and their helpers will be starting work on the new galley, not forgetting 'the boys who made the torches'. 
     (Slide 26) – the song “The Sky Boat Song” by the girls classes 8-9
     (Slide 27) – “ Scottish National Anthem” by the pupils of 8-9 classes  
Announcer 2: (Slide 28) We hope that it was interesting and helpful for you to learn something new about this amazing Scottish festival Up Helly Aa. Now you are able to tell about it your mates and relatives. Let’s call  all the participants to the stage and applaud them!
