Myths and legends

This is a culture project with reading and communicative activities that can be used with secondary classes to practice reading and speaking skills. The main focus of this lesson will be on talking about the role of myths and legends in people’s lives today, and the students will discuss the role of the most mysterious people in British and Russian history. 
The lesson is suitable for low-intermediate students and above, although if simplified could be adapted for use with lower levels.

Topic: Mystery and imagination

Age: 16-17(can also be used with older students)

Level:  low-intermediate and above

Timing: 40 min

Aims:
· To teach reading for specific information and for detail

· To teach express feeling and opinions about the British and Russian myths and legends

· To teach compare British and Russian culture

Plan components and worksheets: can be printed out for use in class.

Procedure

WU: Let SS answer the questions:  What films do you usually like? Why?                                                

                                                               What is your favourite  film? What do you like most about it?

Let students discuss the role of myths, let them know that SS are going to read about the legend of King Arthur and watch three trailers for the films about the King Arthur.

Pre-reading

• Ask students if there  are any myths they know or like. Ask Ss if they are still  being created.  Ask if today’s myths will last that long? Ask Ss what some of the elements are necessary for a myth or a legend to be a “success story” for centuries.
While – Reading/ watching

· make Ss watch slides 2-5, then read the text from ex 1  on p. 85 and match the names with the discritions, 

· Show on the whiteboard the right variant to make students to check themselves

· tell the students watch slides 8-9, read the text once more  and  answer the questions from ex. 2 on p.85
· let Ss watch slides 10-11 and talk what they have learned about the knights of the round table
After-Reading/watching

· Make  Ss to compare British and Russian myths and legends  and find out similar mysterious persons in Russian history

· Ask Ss what some of the elements are necessary for a myth or a legend to be a “success story” for centuries.
