The Role of Books in Our Life
(Урок с применением технологии проблемного обучения)
(7 класс)

Цель: развитие интеллектуальных способностей учащихся через проблемные задания.

Задачи: формирование навыков просмотрового чтения с основным пониманием прочитанного, аудирования, говорения по теме; развитие интеллектуальных способностей учащихся через проблемные задания; привитие интереса к чтению книг. 

Речевой материал: раздаточный материал для групповой работы: тест «Библиотеки Лондона», тест о жанрах книг, тест «Посоветуйте, что почитать…», текст «Мнения подростков о чтении книг», задание к аудированию. 

Оснащение урока: картинки с изображением библиотек, магнитофон, аудиозапись. 

Учебник: English VII (авторы О. В. Афанасьева, И. В. Михеева), издательство «Просвещение», М. 2000.

Ход урока
I. Организационный момент.
1. Приветствие. 

Teacher. Hello, children. Very glad to see you. 

2. Ознакомление учащихся с планом предстоящего урока. 

Teacher. Today we are going to work in groups. The theme of our lesson is “The Role of Books in Our Life”. We are going to find some new information on the topic, to listen to young people’s opinions on reading and you will try to speak about your attitude to reading.

III. Речевая зарядка.

Teacher. Answer some questions, please. 

(Учащиеся отвечают на вопросы по материалам предыдущих уроков в режиме Т – Р1, Т – Р2, …)
What materials were used to make ancient books?

Pupil. They used tablets of wood covered with wax, pieces of bark, clay tablets, strips of leather and papyrus. 

Teacher. In what places of the world did people have books in ancient times?

Pupil. People had books in Assyria, Babylonia, Greece, Rome and China. 

Teacher. Where and when was printing invented?

Pupil. Printing was invented in China.

Teacher. Who was the first known printer in Germany? In England? In Russia?

Pupil. Johann Gutenbergh was the first printer in Germany, William Caxton in England and Ivan Fedorov in Russia. 

Teacher. Say some words about each of these printers  (см. Приложение 1). Учащиеся кратко рассказывают о первопечатниках, используя материал предыдущего урока.

Suggested answers: 

Pupil 1. Russian enlightener Ivan Fedorov is believed to be of Belarusian origin. His real name was Ivan Fedorovich Moskvitin. He was the founder of book-printing in Russia and in the Ukraine. He printed such books as “Apostle”, the “Psalter with Breviary” and “The Bible of Ostrog”. 

Pupil 2. Very little is known about Johann Guttenbergh. He is supposed to be born about 1400. He was a son of a merchant. He printed indulgences, calendars and dictionaries. He is known for printing of the 42-line Bible.

Pupil 3. William Caxton was the first English printer. His father was a farmer but William worked in an office which traded with different countries. Later he had his own business in Belgium. Then he left his business and began to translate French books into English and to print them. The first printed book was “Tales of Troy”. Caxton printed about 80 books.    

Teacher. By whom were early libraries used?

Pupil. They were used only by scientists.

Teacher. When did many public libraries appear?

Pupil. They appeared in the 19th century.

Teacher. What old universities have good libraries?

Pupil. The Universities of Oxford, Cambridge, Harvard and Yale.

Teacher. What cities of the world have great libraries? 

Pupil. Paris, London, Beijing, Washington and Moscow.

IV. Монологические высказывания по тексту «Библиотеки».
Teacher. I’d like you to say some words about great libraries: look at the picture of the library. What is its name? Use your tables and speak about it. (см. Приложение 2. Учитель показывает картинки с изображением библиотек, представитель  каждой группы рассказывает об одной из библиотек, используя материал таблицы по тексту, сделанной на предыдущем уроке).
Suggested answers: 

Pupil 1. This is the British Library. It is the largest state library in Britain. It has over 13 mln volumes. Typical readers of the Reading Room are university professors and lecturers, students reading for higher degrees, journalists and authors. Such writers as Thormas Hardy, Bernard Shaw and Jerome K. Jerome worked there.

Pupil 2. The library of Congress was established as a reference library in 1600. Now it occupies 3 huge buildings. There are materials on practically every subject to which members of Congress can refer. 

Pupil 3, Pupil 4…
V. Чтение текстов о библиотеках Лондона.

Teacher. Now you will read some information about several London libraries and do the task. You have about 3 minutes (см. Приложение 3. Каждая группа учащихся получает экземпляр с текстами о библиотеках Лондона и выполняет задания к текстам. После выполнения задания учащиеся обмениваются ответами и производят взаимопроверку). 

VI. Проверка знаний лексики по теме.

A) Teacher. You’ve learned some new facts about the libraries of London and now let’s revise the words naming the books.

Teacher. A book that contains recipes. 

Pupil. A cookery book.

Teacher. A book about smb’s life.

Pupil. A biography.

Teacher. A book that gives a list of words in alphabetical order and explains what they mean.

Pupil. A dictionary.

Teacher. A book published every year that tells you about what happened in a subject or activity.

Pupil. An almanac.

Teacher. A book based on people or events that took place in the past.

Pupil. A historical novel. 

B) Now give the definition of the genre.

Teacher. A science fiction book. 

Pupil. A book about imaginary future events and characters, often dealing with space travel and life on other planets.

Teacher. A fairy tale.

Pupil. A traditional children story in which magic things happen.

Teacher. A romantic novel.

Pupil. A book about love and romance.

Teacher. An adventure story.

Pupil. A book about an exciting, unusual and sometimes dangerous experience.

Teacher. A thriller.

Pupil. A book that tells an exciting story, especially about smth dangerous like a crime.

Teacher. An autobiography. 

Pupil. A book about your life that you write yourself.

VII. Чтение отрывков из книг. Определение жанра книги по отрывку (тест).

Teacher. As I see you know the definitions and now let’s see how you can guess the genres of the books. You will read some paragraphs from books and decide what genres of books they are from. You have about 3 minutes. (После выполнения задания учащиеся обмениваются ответами и производят взаимопроверку. Количество баллов, заработанных каждой группой, фиксируется на доске.)

Учащиеся читают отрывки из произведений и определяют к какому жанру относится прочитанный отрывок; среди предложенных названий жанров есть одно лишнее (см. Приложение 4). 
VIII. Аудирование.

Teacher. I should say that you know the genres of books quite well. Now you will listen to young people’s opinions about reading. Find out what each person says. One saying is extra. You will hear the task twice (см. Приложение 5). (После выполнения задания учащиеся обмениваются ответами и выполняют взаимопроверку. Количество баллов, заработанных каждой группой, фиксируется на доске.)
IX. Чтение с пониманием основного содержания прочитанного.

Teacher. Different people like to read different books. Read what kinds of books these people like to read and decide which book would be the most suitable for each person (см. Приложение 6). (Из восьми предложенных описаний книг учащиеся должны выбрать книгу для каждого из пяти людей и объяснить сделанный выбор.)
Suggested answers: 

Pupil 1. I would recommend Silvia to read the book “Free at Last” because she likes reading true stories which people have written about themselves and this book is written by a person who describes his experiences.

Pupil 2, Pupil 3…

X. Обучение неподготовленному высказыванию по теме.

A) Teacher. I’d like to know your attitude to reading but first let’s read aloud some teenagers’ sayings about reading. (Учащиеся читают четыре высказывания об отношении подростков к чтению.) 
B) Teacher. And now say what you think and feel about reading? What do you like to read and why? Perhaps, you agree with any of these teenagers. (Монологические высказывания учащихся об их отношении к чтению.)

Suggested answers:

Pupil 1. As for me, I’m fond of reading different kinds of books but I like especially historical novels. They are based on people and events that took place in the past and they help me to understand historical events better. 

Pupil 2. And I don’t like reading especially if the book is long. I think reading is boring.

Pupil 3, Pupil 4…

Приложение 1

The First Printers

Johann Guttenberg.

There are few documents available concerning the life of Johann Gutenberg. His birthdate is likewise unknown. Various calculations based on later archives suggest a very imprecise period somewhere between 1393 and 1403. Finally in 1900 international agreement was reached to take the year 1400 as Gutenberg’ s year of birth. 

Henchen Gutenberg was the son of Friele Gensfleisch zu Laden, a merchant and a citizen of Mainz and his wife, Else Wirich. The family first used the name Gutenberg in the 1420s. Like other Mainzer patricians, his father took his surname from their residence zum Gutenberg in Mainz. The large argicultural estate was spacious, with room enough for several families, and certainly with space for a printing shop.

Although nothing concrete is known about Gutenberg’ s education, as the son of a patrician, he in all probability must have at least attended a Latin school. After completing the Latin school, many sons of patricians went on to study at the university in Erfurt. This could also hold true for Gutenberg. It is certain that from 16 January 1430 on, Gutenberg no longer resided in Mainz. Gutenberg’ s name doesn’t appear in documents in Strassburg until 1434. There he tutored a citizen of Strassburg in the polishing and grinding of precious stones, an indication that he was a master goldsmith. He also participated in an enterprise which manufactured pilgrim’ s mirrors for a pilgrimage to Aachen to 1440. 

We have no idea what Gutenberg did between 1444 and 1448. The sources seem to imply that he had already experimented with letterpress printing in Strassburg. 

Around 1450 Gutenberg’ s experiments had reached the stage that he was able to print broadsides and more extensive books. These included indulgences, calendars and dictionaries. In 1452 Fust  lent Gutenberg 800 guilders. This money was specifically destined for the Work of the Books , the printing of the 42- line Bible (B42).  He died on 3 February 1468 in Mainz.
William Caxton.

William Caxton is the first English printer. He was born in Kent in 1422. His father was a farmer. William did not want to become a farmer like his father. So his father sent him to London. He worked in an office which traded with different countries. William liked to read new books which were printed in Europe. 

When William Caxton was thirty, after his master’s death he started his own business in Belgium. In 1471 he left his business and began to translate French books into English. He became interested in printing and at last he learnt it. William wanted to have his own press one day and he did.

In 1476 he brought his printing-press to London. Printing was something new at that time and most people thought that it was the work of the devil. Some of the people wanted to break his press. Caxton printed his first book in 1477. It was the first book printed in the English language. The book was Caxton’s translation of the French “Tales of Troy”.

William Caxton printed about eighty books. He translated thirty-one books from French. Caxton died in 1491. 
Ivan Fedorov (Ivan Fedorovich Moskvitin, about 1510 - 1583).

Russian enlightener, the founder of book-printing in Russia and the Ukraine. The place of birth is unknown. Having based on the heraldic interpretation of the print sign of Ivan Fedorov, V. K. Lukomski proposed a hypothesis about his Belarusian origin. According to some data, Ivan Fedorov learned in Krakov University where he obtained the bachelor degree in 1532. In 1550s he worked in the so-called anonymous typography in Moscow. In 1564 he printed, together with Petr Msislavets, the first exactly dated Russian printed book, “Apostle”. In 1566, due to the prosecutions of reactionary secular and church circles, Fedorov and Msislavets left Moscow. They founded the new typography in Zabludov in the estate of the Hetman of the Great Lithuanian Principality G. A. Khodkevich. In the Zabludov typography in 1568-1569 the “Teaching Gospel” was printed. After the Msislavets’ departure to Vilno, Fedorov published in Zabludov, in 1569-1570, the “Psalter with Breviary”. At the end of 1572 – beginning of 1573 he moved to Lvov and founded the first typography in the Ukraine. In 1574 he printed the first Ukrainian exactly dated book, "Apostle" that was the copy of the Moscow issue with some additions. In 1574 he also printed the “ABC”. In 1575 he was invited to active service by the Principal Konstantin Ostrozhski, and, about 1578, founded the typography in Ostrog. There, the new edition of "ABC" was printed (1578) as well as the “Psalter” and the New Testament (1580) in a small elegant format. In 1581 he printed the first Slav Bible in Cyrillic alphabet – the so-called “The Bible of Ostrog”. Since 1582 he was in Lvov again. In 1583 he travelled to Krakov, Vienna and, possibly, Dresden. In the end of 1583 he came back to Lvov, where he fell ill and died. He was buried in the Onufryievo Cloister.

Приложение 2

Libraries

The word library comes from the Latin word ‘liber’, meaning ‘book’. This is a place where information in print (book, manuscripts, periodicals and musical scores) and in other forms is collected. Libraries can be found in many places. There are libraries in small towns and large cities and there are libraries at schools, universities, colleges. People go to the library to read, look, listen, search, inquire, relax, discuss, learn and think. 

Modern libraries do their best to help people get information as quickly as possible. They use computers and electronic catalogues. 

The death of the book has been predicted (предсказана) for centuries. There were those who thought that the invention of printing heralded (предвещать) the end of civilization. Cinema, radio and television have all been presented as the murders of our most treasured (высоко ценить) cultural icon. Computing, and the development of the Internet, may be different. Some books are indeed being replaced by electronic media. Who wants to use a twenty-volume encyclopedia when information can be retrieved instantaneously (мгновенно) from CD-ROM? Why should a lawyer spend time (and a client’s money) searching through massive tomes, when it can be found in seconds from database? But no one will lie in bed reading a novel from a CD-ROM. Even laptops, electronic books are not easily transportable. 

The largest and the best known libraries in the world are: the British National Library in London, the Library of Congress in Washington,  the Russian State Library, and some others. 

The British Library is the largest state library in Britain and is one of the finest libraries in the world. It is a rapidly growing modern research library with all its current publications. People who want to read for higher degrees and who are engaged in research in their spare time visit this library. 
The Round Reading Room was built in what was a large open quadrangle at the centre of British Museum. Sir Anthony Panizzi, Keeper of Printed Books, suggested building the Room as a way of helping to alleviate the Museum’s space problems. 

There are some 30, 000 reference books on the open access in the Reading Room, a tiny fraction of the British Library’s collections, which number over 13 million volumes. Typical readers are university professors and lecturers, students reading for higher degrees, full-time scholars not attached to any academic institution, journalists and authors, and those who are engaged in research in their spare time. Well-known literary and historical figures who have worked here include: Thomas Hardy, Arnold Bennett, Samuel Butler, George Bernard Shaw, W. B. Yeats, Jerome K. Jerome and others. 

The other library which is known throughout the world is the Library of Congress. It was established as a reference library in 1600 and gradually would come a world famous institution that now occupies three huge buildings. A great number of items in collections of books, newspapers, periodicals, manuscripts, films, maps and works of drama, music, art and important and exciting documents from American history are kept in library's archives. There are materials on practically every subject to which members of Congress can refer. 

The history of the Biblioteque Nationale in France began in 1368 when the king Charlse V (the Wise) started to collect his own library in Luvr. There were more than 900 manuscripts. But the real library appeared later during the reign of Lue XI who reigned in 1461 – 1483. Other kings added books to the library.

In 1537 the order of the king obliged all the publishers of books to give one copy of each book to the National Library. In the second half of the 16th century the library was taken to Paris. Soon it became one of the leading libraries in Europe. 

The library continued to expand: 3 new buildings were built. In 1936 the new reading room was opened. There are hundreds of thousands of manuscripts, documents, books and periodicals in it. The library is computerized. The library is said to have more than 30 mln editions. 

Beijing Library is the National Library of China with a book total of 16.7 million volumes, which ranks fifth among the largest libraries in the world. It was founded in 1912. The present library services are said to be lagging behind the growing needs of readers. China’s national library will be computerized using IBM’s digital products and connected to the Internet, according to library officials.

The State Public Library is the main library in Russia and is one of the world's largest. The old library building was built in 1786 on a hill opposite the Kremlin by Vasily Bazhenov and was a typical example of a Moscow town residence of that time. Its new buildings were built in 1940. When the library was founded in 1961, it contained over 1,000,000 volumes, and was then located in the old Pashkov part of the complex. In 1915 its one reading room had a sitting capacity of only 170. Now it has 23 reading rooms of 2500 seating capacities and a book fund of 27 million. There is a wide choice of books: fiction, non-fiction, serious books, detective stories, science fiction, biographic, history books and encyclopedias which are extremely useful in work, because they give information about every branch of knowledge. Of course there is a catalogue of books. The titles and authors of all the books in the library can be found in a card catalogue or a computer listing. Each card in catalogue gives very helpful information about the book. The library is used daily by around 10, 000 people. The librarians’ duty is to help you. Librarians also select books and other materials, organize materials so that you can easily use them, answer questions about facts, people, events, or advise you how to find the information you need. The library today is a centre for all kinds of communications: printed, pictured, recorded and even electronically stored.

A. The Capitular Library of St. Paul’s Cathedral.

To reach the highest library in London, you must be prepared for a long climb, as it is situated near the Whispering Gallery which encircles the base of the cathedral dome. The origin of the library dates back to the seventh century, but many books were destroyed in the Great Fire of London in 1666. The library was refounded after the Fire and the collection was built up again by gift and purchase during the 17th and 18th centuries.

B. The British Museum Library.

The biggest library in London contains about six million books and the large circular Reading Room is in the centre of the Museum building. In the Reading Room there is a reference section of 30, 000 volumes on open shelves and also the catalogues for the whole library. 

C. The London Library in St. James Square.

It was founded in 1841. It is a library of about 600, 000 volumes, mainly devoted to the humanities and fine arts. 

D. Holborn’s Central library.

It is housed in a fine building which was opened in 1960 and has attracted interested visitors from all parts of the world. It has over 150, 000 books, as well as over 5, 000 gramophone records of musical works and language instruction. 

E. Kensington’s new Central Library.

It was opened in 1960, it is the largest municipal public library building in London.

F. Guildhall Library.

Founded in 1425, maintained by the City of London Corporation, it is the largest public general library in London. It has a very extensive collection, including many thousand original records, relating to every aspect of London history and topography.
