2. Развивать интерес к предметам: английский язык, история, информатика.

Мотивация к работе: личный интерес учащихся, самореализация,   самомотивация от удовлетворения результатами собственного труда.
Оснащение: Презентации учащихся и учителя. Карта США.
                                    Программа:

Ведущий: Ladies and gentlemen! We have gathered here to speak about M. Twain and go on a journey with the heroes of his books along the Mississippi river. Be attentive, please, because we are already in the city where Mark Twain’s heroes live. Here they are. Jim wants us to go traveling with him and the prince is inviting us to his palace.

1. But first we shall go to the bookshop and have a look what is happening there. Но сначала мы заглянем в книжный магазин и посмотрим, что происходит там.

Girl: But Mummy says that book-sellers always have Mark Twain’s books.

Girl: But Mummy says that book-sellers always have Mark Twain’s books. Here is the money for a book by Mark Twain.

Bookseller: Little girl, I have no books by Mark Twain!

Girl: But Mummy says…

Bookseller: Go away, little girl!

2. Учительский проект. Have a look .We are beginning our great journey.

3. It is time to get acquainted with the places connected with Mark Twain’s childhood. Now we shall go to travel along the Mississippi river.

4. Our students have learnt much about the great American writer Mark Twain. They want to tell us about him. Let’s listen to them. Наши ученики узнали много о великом американском писателе  Марке Твене. Давайте их послушаем.
P1. Mark Twain, whose real name was Samuel Langhorne Clemens was born in 1835. He spent his childhood in the small town of Hannibal on the Mississippi River. The waters of the great river were his playground. When fishing and swimming with his friends, he used to shout to the boats passing by. 

P2. And sometimes he climbed aboard and stayed with the bargemen, listening to their adventure stories. He was a bright lovely boy and could swim across the Mississippi and was the leader in all the boys’ games. 
P3. When Samuel was eleven years old, his father died, leaving his wife and four children with nothing. Samuel had to leave school and look for work. His elder brother was working as a printer, and he helped the boy to learn the printing trade. 
P4. For some years Samuel worked as a printer for the town newspaper and later for his brother, who at that time had started a small newspaper of his own. The two young men published it themselves. Samuel wrote short humorous stories and printed them for their newspaper.

P5. In 1853 Samuel decided to leave home. He went first to St. Louis, then to New York and to Philadelphia where he worked as a printer. 
P6. When Samuel was a boy, he dreamed of becoming a sailor. At twenty he found a job on a boat traveling up and down the Mississippi. On that boat he learned to be a pilot and that is where he got his pen-name “Mark Twain”. It was taken from the call of the  Mississippi pilots when they measured the depth of the river. It means twelve feet of water below and a safe channel. Twain means “two”. 
P7. Many steamboats moved up and down the river, carrying all kinds of people – rich and poor, farmers and businessmen, slave owners and slaves. Thus Samuel Clemens saw America passing before his eyes. This work gave him the opportunity to get to know a great deal about life. He worked as a pilot for more than four years. Later he used to speak about his days on the Mississippi as of the happiest period of his life and described much of it in his book “Life on the Mississippi”.
P8. Later the young man worked with the gold – miners in California for a year. Here he began to write short stories about camp life. He sent them to newspapers under the name of Mark Twain. His publishers liked his stories, and he got an offer to wok as a journalist for a newspaper.
P9. Mark Twain did not have a proper education, but he knew well the folk- lore and takes the Negroes who lived along the Mississippi River where he grew up. Besides that the many professions that he tried gave Mark Twain knowledge of life and people and helped him find his true calling – that of a writer. 
P10. Mark Twain traveled around the country a great deal. He saw the corruption of the American press and of the American government which he later attacked in many of his works (“Running for Governor”, “The Gilded Age”).
P11. In different stories Mark Twain exposed racial discrimination and false democracy (“Goldsmith’s Friend Abroad Again”). In the story “The Defence of General Funston” he criticized the imperialist policy of the American government. Chernyshevsky said that “American satirical and critical literature began with Mark Twain”.

P12. In 1876 Mark Twain published “The Adventures of Tom Sawyer ”. The book “The Adventures of Huckleberry Finn” was written eight years later, in 1884. These two novels are now known to children and grown-ups all over the world. The writer portrayed boys and girls with such sympathy and understanding in these novels that readers always see themselves in the characters.
P13. As Mark Twain said later many events in “The Adventures of Tom Sawyer ” really took place, and the characters were from real life. Tom Sawyer was very often a portrait of the writer; Huckleberry Finn was his friend, Tom Blankenship; Aunt Polly was his mother; Tom’s brother Sid was like his own brother Henry. 
P14. One of the main characters in the novel “Huckleberry Finn” is a Negro, Jim, who is honest, brave and kind. He is described with much sympathy and is favourite with all who read the book. Mark Twain protested there against slavery. 
P15. The bourgeois critics of that time did not like the books and said the novels set a bad example for young people. After this kind of criticism libraries took “Tom” and “Huck” off their shelves.
P16. Among Mark Twain’s books is “The Prince and the Pauper”, a tale loved by children all over the world. In this book we can also feel the author’s sympathy for the poor and oppressed. 
P16. Writing did not bring much money to Mark Twain, so he had to give lectures on literature and read his stories to the public. He visited many countries and lived in England for a long time. In 1907 Oxford University gave Mark Twain an honorary doctorate of letters. 
P17. Mark Twain was a fine humourist, a realist and the author of biting satires and many critical articles revealing a good deal of truth about America.

   Saturday. A beautiful warm morning.

 «No school. But I must work. I must whitewash the fence» thought Tom when he came out into the street with a bucket of whitewash and a brush. It was a very long and very high fence.  

   «How terrible life is, » Tom said and began to work. He worked for some time, then sat down on a box and thought: «The boys will come soon .They will laugh at me when they see that I am working. » He put his hands in his pockets and took out the things he had there - toys, little stones, pieces of glass.

«I have very little to pay the boys if I ask them to help me,» Tom said to himself .He thought a little, then took the brush and began to work again. Soon Ben Rogers came up. He had an apple in his hand. He stopped and looked at Tom. Tom did not stop working. Then Ben said,     «Tom! What are you doing? » Tom did not answer but looked at the fence with attention. 

  «Hello, Tom! » said Ben. «Why are you working today? » Tom turned to Ben.

  «Oh, it’s you, I didn’t see you. » 

  «I’m going to the river, don’t you want to go too? But you must work, I see. »

  «Oh, no, Ben. Aunt Polly asked me to do it very well. The fence is on the street, you know. There isn’t a boy in a thousand that can do it better than I can». 

  «Oh, please, Tom let me do it. I’ll give you my apple. I can whitewash as well as you can. You’ll see. »

  Then Tom gave Ben the brush. Ben began to work and Tom sat down under a tree, ate the apple and thought how to make other boys work for him.

  Soon some boys came up. When they saw how well Ben worked, they wanted to whitewash too. Billy Fisher gave Tom a knife. Johnny Miller gave Tom a dead cat. Tom had a good time while the other boys whitewashed the fence.  

  When the middle of the afternoon came, Tom was very rich and the work was over. He went into the house and thought that life was not so terrible.

7. We have learnt Mark Twain as a writer who had written famous novels. He is also known as a story teller, a humorist. You can see one of them. Мы узнали Марка Твена как автора знаменитых романов.     Story-teller: Once upon a time, a very long time ago, there lived a young farmer
                      (выходит фермер) with his old father and mother (под руку выходят родители) and his wife (выходит жена). They didn’t know anything about many things which we have in our houses today. They were very poor, so once the young man decided to go and look for work. (На плече у фермера рюкзак, родные провожают его.) He was lucky and after a time he came home with rich presents for everybody. (Входят фермер с сумкой и его родственники. Фермер всех обнимает и вытаскивает из сумки подарки.) 
    Young farmer: Here is a present for you, Mother (дает кошелек). And this is for you, Father (дает шапку). This is for you, my dear wife (дает шелковое платье). 
    All in unison: Thank you, my dear son! Thank you, my dear son! Thank you, my dear husband!
    Mother: Now let’s go and have a dinner. 

            (Все уходят, коробка остается на столе.)

    Wife: I am so happy! And what else is there in this box? My husband says he has some more presents for us.

      Mother: What has happened here? My daughter, why are your eyes so red? Were you crying?

       Father: Here, in this box.
       Mother: Let me see him (смотрит в коробку). Oh, but it isn’t a man! It is an old and a rather ugly woman!
