4. Развитие навыков чтения (Слайд №9)
T: Do you know how film and TV studios do special effects? Some of them are so realistic that it’s difficult to understand that they’re not real. Here are some “tricks of the trade”…
Special effects (Слайд №10)

Special effects are used in the film, television, and entertainment industry to realize scenes that cannot be achieved by live action or normal means.
They are also used when creating the effect by normal means is very expensive; for example, it would be very expensive to construct a 16th century castle or to sink a 20th century ocean liner, but these can be simulated with special effects. With the advent of computer graphics imaging (изображения), special effects are also used to enhance previously-filmed elements, by adding, removing or enhancing objects within the scene.

Special effects are traditionally divided into two types. The first type is optical effects, which rely on manipulation of a photo image. Optical effects can be produced with either photographic visual technology. 
The second type is mechanical effects, which are used during the live-action shooting. 

The greatest recent innovation in special effects was the development of computer generated imagery. Images are created in a computer using the techniques of animated cartoons. It is now possible to create any image inside a computer and have it look completely realistic to an audience.

The film makers made a model of the central characters and filmed their. 

 In Shrek, the new fully computer- animated film turn the classic fairy-tale formula upside down.

In producing Shrek, the technical team improved the technology of creating the first realistic, computer-generated humans able to express both dialogue and emotion through a complex, facial animation system.
The film also required major advances in the creation of rich, organic environments, clothing that moves, wrinkles, and reacts to light like real-life fabric, and visual effects for fire and fluid of different viscosities.

Nearly 300 artists and technicians at PDI / DreamWorks labored for over three years to create the storybook world of Shrek, with 31 sequeances 1,291 individual shorts, 63 featured characters and 36 unique locations. Shrek is the most ambitions computer-animated film ever produced. But perhaps the most impressive technological feat in Shrek in the creation of a fully computer-animated human - like character.
The human and near-human characters start in the hands of the technical director, who creates the systems that animators use to bring the characters to life. The technical director begins by building a static model of the character in the computer. He then invents some controls which the animators use to move the skeletal structure and muscles. As the arts drives the controls, it results in the model changing shape one frame at a time, creating the illusion of seamless motion similar to the technique used in stop-motion animation. The sophisticated motion-control systems allow the character to express complex emotions and expressions.

Computers are often used to create special effects in film. The Mask used a technique called “morphing” to change Jim Carrey’s face.

The computer looks at a photograph of the actor, and identifies 40 key points in his face. Then it gradually moves the key points – so slowly that you don’t realize it. In this picture the computer has stretched Jim Carrey’s tongue and eyes – and the result looks very funny.

You see a man standing next to an aeroplane, so of course you think it’s real – but it isn’t. 

It’s a model for the film Independence Day, it’s made of wood and it hasn’t got engine. It will never fly… but the model is so good that you think it really is an aeroplane! 

This is another trick from Independence Day. The studio wanted to film sixteen fighter planes, but couldn’t buy them because they cost $20 million each. So they built small plastic models. 

When they filmed the scene, the camera was so close to the planes that they looked real. You can see the planes are models in this photo – but you can’t see it in the film!
