1. In any language people speak using the organs of speech. You can see them on the scheme. The air stream released by the lungs goes through the wind-pipe and comes to the larynx, which contains the vocal cords. They are two elastic folds which may be kept apart or brought together. The opening between them is called glottis. Sounds that are pronounced with the vibration of vocal cords and you hear voice are called voiced. If no vibration is felt and no voice is heard, we call such sounds voiceless. On coming out of the larynx the air stream passes through the pharynx The pharyngeal cavity extends from the top of the larynx to the soft palate, which directs the air stream to the mouth or nasal cavities. The soft palate can be easily seen in the mirror when you open your mouth widely and the very end of the soft palate is known as uvula. The soft palate is the furthest part of the palate from the teeth. Most of the palate is hard. The hard and fixed part of the palate is divided into two sections: the hard palate and the teeth ridge or alveolar ridge. The lower teeth are not very important for making speech sounds, while tile upper teeth take part in the production of many of them. The most important organ is the tongue. It is divided into four parts: the back of the tongue; the front; the blade; the tip. The edges of the tongue are known as the rims. The lips can take up various positions as well. They can be brought together or kept apart neutral, rounded, or protruded forward. All organs of speech can be divided into two groups: 1) active organs; 2) passive organs.

2. In order to acquire correct pronunciation, to manipulate the organs of speech one is to be taught breathing technique. The first and the most important thing in any system of voice exercise is the formation and control of the breath. We never breath out completely in speech. The mass of air breathed in is kept in the lungs. The lungs are inclosed in the region covered by the ribs, and extending upwards, they fill the chest cavity except for the space for the heart. While breathing we fill only the upper part of the lungs with air, but for speaking and singing it is necessary to fill the lower part of the lungs. This is reached with the help of the diaphragm. The diaphragm is a large muscular membrane lying just above the waist line. It forms the floor of the chest cavity and in correct breathing increases its capacity.

1. Speech sounds are grouped into language units called phonemes. A phoneme may be thought of as the smallest constructive unit which exists in the speech of all people belonging to the same language community in the form of speech sounds and may bring about a change of meaning. The phoneme is a functional unit. That means that being opposed to other phonemes in the same phonetic context it is capable of differentiating the meaning: pie-tie, lot-lit. The phoneme is realized in speech in the material form of speech sounds of different types. Various speech realizations of the phoneme are called its allophones. The difference between the allophones of the same phoneme is due to their position in various phonetic contexts.

2. The organs of speech are capable of uttering many different kinds of sounds. From the practical point of view it is convenient to distinguish two types of speech sounds: vowels and consonants. Vowels are voiced sounds produced without any obstruction in the supra-glottal cavities and consequently have no noise component. In the articulation of consonants a kind of noise producing obstruction is formed in the supra-glottal cavities. Such sounds may be pronounced with or without vocal cords vibration.

3. Consonants are made with air stream that meets an obstruction in the mouth or nasal cavities. That is why in the production of consonant sounds there is a certain degree of noise. Consonants are the bones of a word and give it its basic shape. If your vowels are not perfect you may be understood by a listener, but if the consonants are imperfect there may be some misunderstanding. On the articulatory level the consonants change: 

4. a. in the degree of noise

                b. in the manner of articulation

                c. in the place of articulation.



                              THE DEGREE OF NOISE.

According to the degree of noise English consonants are divided into two big classes: NOISE CONSONANTS AND SONORANTS. In the pronunciation of noise consonants there is a noise component characteristic. For example, ( , , , , , , ,). Sonorants are made with tone prevailing over noise because of a rather wide passage. For example, ( , , , , , , ,).
                                             THE MANNER OF ARTICULATION.
            The manner of articulation is determined by the type of obstruction. There are four groups: 1. occlusive – are sounds in the production of which the air stream meets a complete obstruction in the mouth; 2. constructive – are those in the production of which the air stream meets an incomplete obstruction in the resonator, so the air passage is constricted; 3. occlusive-constructive – or affricates are noise consonant sounds produced with a complete obstruction which is slowly released and the air passage escapes from the mouth with some friction.; 4. rolled – are sounds pronounced with periodical momentary obstructions when the tip of the tongue taps quickly several times against the teeth ridge and vibrates in the air stream.
                                               THE PLACE OF ARTICULATION.

It is determined by the active organ of speech against the point of articulation. They can be: 1. labial – are made by the lips, 2. lingual – are made by the tongue, 3. glottal – is only one consonant h and it is articulated in the glottis.

1. Vowels are normally made with the air stream that meets no obstruction or narrowing in the mouth, pharyngal or nasal cavities. That is why in the production of vowels there is no noise component characteristic of consonantal sounds. On the articulatory level the description of vowels notes changes: a. in the stability of articulation; b. in the tongue position; c. in the lip position; d. in the character of the vowel end. Besides that vowels differ in respect of their length.


2. STABILITY OF ARTICULATION. All English vowels are divided into three groups: pure vowels or monophthongs – are vowels the quality of each sound is relatively pure, the articulation of which is almost unchanging, diphthongs- the organs of speech glide from one position to another within one syllable, we have the starting point, the nucleus is distinct and strong while the end is weak, and  diphthongoids – the articulation is slightly changing but the difference between the starting point and the end is not so distinct as it is in the case of diphthongs.

3. TONGUE POSITION. The changes in the position of the tongue determine largely the shape of the mouth and pharyngeal cavities. The tongue may move forward and backward, up and down, thus changing the quality of vowel sounds.

4. LIP POSITION. The shape of the mouth cavity is also largely dependent on the position of the lips. When the lips are neutral or spread the vowels are termed unrounded. When the lips are drawn together so that the opening between them is more or less round the vowel is called rounded.


5. CHARACTER OF VOWEL END. The quality of all English monophthongs in the stressed position is strongly affected by the following consonant of the same syllable. If a stressed vowel is followed by a strong voiceless consonant it is cut off by it. In this case it is called checked. If a vowel is followed by a weak voiced consonant or by no consonant at all the end of it is very weak. In this case it is called free.


6. VOWEL LENGTH. Vowels are capable of being continued during a longer or a shorter period. All English vowels are generally divided into long and short. In the similarly accented position all vowels are fully long when they are final. They are almost as long as that when a weak voiced consonant follows them in the closed syllable. They are considerably shorter before strong voiceless consonant in closed syllables.

1. One or more syllables of a polysyllabic word have greater prominence than others. Such syllables are said to be accented or stressed. Our treatment of word stress as of any other component of pronunciation is based on its two linguistic functions, constitutive and distinctive. Word stress arranges syllables in words thus fulfilling the constitutive function. Its distinctive function can be traced in the oppositions of words consisting of the same morphemes the meaning of which is differentiated by word stress, eg. Object (n) and object (v).

2 (a). THE DEGREES OF WORD STRESS. There are three degrees of word stress: primary stress, secondary stress, weak or unstressed syllables. A large group of polysyllabic simple words bear both the primary and the secondary stresses, e.g. conver’sation. There are several large groups of words in English with two equally strong stresses. These words consist of two morphemes The use of the second strong stress is caused by the semantic significance of both equally stressed elements of the word, e.g. ‘re’write.
2 (b). THE POSITION OF WORD STRESS. Word stress in English as well as in Russian is free, in the sense that the primary stress is not tied to any particular syllable in all the words. But it always falls on a particular syllable of any given word. The position of word stress is a product of its historical development. It has been influenced by the combination of different tendencies. The oldest of them is known as the recessive tendency, according to which the root syllable i.e. the semantic unit is stressed. So the majority of words of Germanic origin have stresses on the first syllables. If the words are formed with the help of prefixes with no referential meaning the stress is shifted onto the root syllable, which is not initial in this case, be’fore. The second tendency is the result of the mutual influence of Germanic and French accentual patterns. It is known as the rhythmic tendency which manifests itself in stressing thrird syllable from the end, e.g. ar’ticulate. Some French words – borrowings retain the primary stress on the last syllable, po’lice. According to both tendencies words of threesyllables generally have stress on the first syllable. Words of four syllables may have either recessive or rhythmic stress. Rhythmic stress is especially common for verbs with the suffixes.

3. STRESS IN COMPOUND WORDS. Words of separable root morphemes are called compounds. The spelling of them differs. They may be spelled as one word, with a hyphen or as two separate words. Among compound words we find compound nouns, adjectives, verbs. Word stress depends upon the semantic weight of the elements. When the first element determines, restricts the second one or introduces some contrast it is stressed while the second element remains unstressed though the stressed vowel of the second element retains its quantitative prominence. This type of word stress is common for compound nouns. Compound adjectives have generally two stresses for both elements. If the second element of a compound adjective is semantically weak they have one stress. Compound verbs have stresses on both elements as they are of equal significance.

1. The information conveyed by a sentence is expressed not only by proper words and grammar structures, but also by intonation. The tern intonation implies variations of pitch, force and tempo. Variations of pitch are produced by significant moves of the voice up and down. The force component of intonation is measured by the degree of loudness of syllables that determines the prominence of words. The tempo is determined by the rate of speech and the length of pauses.

2. Different combinations of pitch sections may result in more than 100 pitch-and-stress patterns. But it is not necessary to deal with all of them because soma patterns occur seldom, so attention must be concentrated on the commonest ones. There are eight of them:
THE LOW FALL pitch-and-stress group.

THE HIGH FALL GROUP.

THE RISE-FALL GROUP.

THE LOW RISE GROUP.

THE HIGH RISE GROUP.

THE FALL-RISE GROUP.

THE RISE-FALL-RISE GROUP.

THE MID-LEVEL GROUP.


3. In this part we shall consider the effect of the intonation patterns in association with each five main sentence types: STATEMENTS are most widely used with the LOW FALL preceded the FALLING HEAD. In all these cases they are final, complete and definite. SPECIAL QUESTIONS are most used with the low falling tone on the last stressed syllable. In these cases they sound serious, searching and business-like. GENERAL QUESTIONS are most common with the low rising tone. With these patterns they sound genuinely interested. COMMANDS with the low fall are very powerful, intense, serious and strong. REQUESTS with the low rise sound soothing, encouraging. EXCLAMATIONS are very common with the high fall.

4. Rhythm is generally measured in regular flow of speech in which stressed and unstressed syllables occur at definite intervals. Every language of the world is spoken with one kind of rhythm or with the other. Rhythm in English, Russian and some other stress-timed languages is based primarily on the alteration of strongly and weakly stressed syllables. Within each intonation group the stressed syllables occur at fairly equal intervals of time. The unstressed syllables, whether many or few, occupy approximately the same time between the stresses. The greater number of unstressed syllables there is between the stressed ones the more weakly and rapidly they are pronounced. All nouns are national words and are usually stressed. However, when two nouns occur together, the first being used attributively, the second is not stressed. Most verbs are national words. In a combination of a verb and an adverb both normally receive stress. Adverbs lose the stress when preceded by a stressed syllable. To acquire a good English speech rhythm one should arrange sentences into intonation groups and then into rhythmic groups; link every word beginning with a vowel to the preceding word; weaken unstressed words and syllables, obscuring the vowels in them; making the stressed syllables occur regularly within an intonation group.

1. A syllable is a speech unit of a sound or a sound sequence one of which is heard to be more prominent than the others. The most prominent sound being the peak or the nucleus of a syllable is called syllabic. Syllabic sounds are usually vowels and sonorants. The latter become syllabic when joined to a preceding consonant. A word consisting of only one vowel sound represents a separate syllable. So if a sonorant is preceded by a vowel sound it loses its syllabic character and syllable is formed by the vowel/

2. Syllable formation and syllable division rules appear to be a matter of great practical value to the language learner. One must know the rules to define the syllable boundaries to make correct syllable division at the junction of words, as wrong syllabic division may cause misunderstanding. It is not difficult to count how many syllables a word contains by noticing the peaks or the most prominent sounds in it. THE RULES: (1) an intervocalic consonant tends to belong to the following syllabic sound. This rule holds true for cases when a consonant is preceded by a long vowel or a diphthong, as they are always free at the end and there is no need to close the syllable. (2) intervocalic combinations of consonants belong to the following syllable sound. 


3. In Russian as well as in English a syllable is formed by a vowel sound. But a sonorant with a preceding consonant is never syllabic in Russian. 


In Russian an intervocalic consonant always belong to the following vowel.


If the symbols V and C represent a vowel and a consonant respectively the syllable structure both in English and in Russian can be shown by different rather numerous combinations of sounds which could be grouped into four types of syllables. This division is based on the principle of what sound the syllable begins and ends with. The four types of syllables are as follows: (a) a fully open 
syllable that consists of one vowel sound; (b) a fully closed syllable that has a vowel between consonants; (c) one consonant or a sequence of consonants precede a vowel in a syllable covered at the beginning; (d) a syllable covered at the end is completed by one or more consonants.

The four types can be brought together in a single generalized formula (C) V ( C ) where the brackets indicate the optional presence of a consonant.

1. The correct use of the articles is one of the most difficult points in English grammar. Fortunately, however, most mistakes in the use of articles do not matter much. Even if we leave all the articles out of a sentence, it is usually possible to understand it. However, it is obviously better to use the articles correctly if possible. Most western European languages have article systems very like English. So if you know one of them well, you do not need to learn all the rules for English.


2. In English, it is unusual to pronounce /  / before a vowel. Before vowels, a (/  /) changes to an 

 (/  /) , and the (/  /) changes its pronunciation to /  /. Note that the pronunciation depend on the pronunciation of the words that follow the articles, not their spelling. For instance, we say a university, the USA , an hour, a horse. 

3. Articles are members of a group of words called DETERMINERS, that are used before nouns. Other determiners are the possessives, the demonstratives. Two determiners cannot usually be used together. Articles usually come first in the “noun group”: the last few days, a really good concert. However, some words can come before articles in the noun group: for instance, all, both, quite, exactly, just, what, and much in the expression much the same.

All the time, rather a good deal, exactly the same place, both the red dresses, quite a nice day, just the right amount, what a pity.

There is a special construction with as, how, so and too, in which an adjective can come before an article: It was too nice a day to stay inside.


4. The use of articles is complicated, because it depends on three different things.

First of all, it makes a difference what kind of noun we are using. Articles are not used in the same way with singular countable nouns, with uncountable nouns, with plural countable nouns.

Secondly, we use articles in one way if we are talking about things in general, and we use them in a different way when we are talking about particular things.

Thirdly, when we are talking about particular examples, it depends whether these things are definite or indefinite. If  they are definite we normally use THE. If we are talking about indefinite things we use articles differently.

2. The classification that we find in books on English grammar divides nouns into classes in the following way:

I. PROPER NOUNS OR INDIVIDUAL NAMES (animate and inanimate), e.g. Henry, Moscow.

II. COMMON NOUNS (animate and inanimate), they are divided into:

a) class nouns which show to what class belongs the person or thing of which the word is the name, e.g. a dog, a box.

b) material nouns or names of materials that exist as indefinite masses, e.g. water, salt.

c) abstract nouns or names of qualities, states, actions, arts and sciences, e.g. dryness, love, music.

Nouns are also divided in another way:

I. COUNTABLES or names of things that we can count, e.g. a boy, boys.

II. UNCOUNTABLES or names of things, materials or notions that we cannot count, e.g. coffee, snow.

1. We use adjectives to describe people and things. The form of adjectives never changes. When we use two adjectives before a noun, we put in a comma: He’s a nice, old man. When we use more than one adjective, there is a general rule to the correct order:

SIZE+AGE+COLOUR+NATIONALITY+MATERIAL

A NEW, GREEN BAG
A BIG, FRENCH HOUSE

A SMALL, WOODEN TABLE.

We often use “materials” as adjectives: a cotton shirt, a silver ring, a plastic bag.

Here are some common “nationality” adjectives: AMERICAN, AUSTRALIAN, CHINESE, DUTCH, ENGLISH, FRENCH, GERMAN, GREEK, INDIAN, ITALIAN, JAPANESE, POLISH, PORTUGUESE, RUSSIAN, TURKISH, SOUTH AFRICAN, SPANISH, SWEDISH.


2. We use comparatives to say that two or more things or people are different in some way. There are some rules how to form comparative degree.

SHORT ADJECTIVES (ONE SYLLABLE) : old – older, long – longer, fat – fatter, hot – hotter.

LONG ADJECTIVES (TWO SYLLABLES OR MORE) : famous – more famous, difficult – more difficult.

ADJECTIVES ENDING WITH –Y : happy – happier, hungry – hungrier.
We use superlatives to say that this thing or person has the highest quality.

SHORT ADJECTIVES: cheap – the cheapest, big – the biggest.

LONG ADJECTIVES: famous – the most famous.

We usually use the before the superlative: London is the biggest city in England.

We use AS+ADJECTIVE+AS to say that two things or people are the same in some way: The chair is as expensive as the table. 

We can also use AS+ ADVERB+AS : Jean cooks as well as Maria.

We usually use AS MANY+PLURAL NOUN+AS to say that the number of two things are equal: Jane has got as many friends as Mary.

We use AS MUCH +UNCOUNTABLE NOUN+ AS to compare two things. Helen earns as much money as Colin.


3. Some adjectives do not form their degrees of comparison according to the general rule. They must be learnt by heart. Here are they:

GOOD – BETTER – THE BEST

BAD – WORSE – THE WORST

MUCH/MANY – MORE – THE MOST
FAR – FARTHER/ FURTHER – THE FARTHEST/ THE FURTHERST

LITTLE/FEW – LESS – THE LEAST

3. In British English, and is used before the last two figures of a number. 325 three hundred and twenty-five. Note that in writing, commas are used to separate thousands.

The figure 0 is normally called nought in B.E., and zero in A.E. Zero scores in team-games are usually called nil in B.E. In tennis, table-tennis and similar games, the word love is used.

DATES. THERE ARE TWO WAYS OF SAYING THE DATES.

The first of January. January the fist.

When the dates are expressed entirely in figures, Americans put month before a day. 8.6.79 means June the eighth in Britain, but August the sixth in the USA. The numbers of years are usually said in two halves. 1066 ten sixty-six.
TELEPHONE NUMBERS. In phone numbers, we say each figure separately. 307-4922 three o seven-four nine double two.

KINGS AND QUEENS. Ordinal numerals are used for kings and queens.

Henry III Henry the Third.

ADDITION. In small additions, we usually say and for +, and is for =.

Two and two are four.

In larger additions, we use plus for+, and equals or is for =.

Seven hundred and twelve plus a hundred and forty-five is/equals eight hundred and fifty-seven.

SUBTRACTION. In conversational style, dealing with small numbers, people say four from seven leaves/is three, or seven take away four leaves/is three. In a more formal style, or dealing with larger numbers, minus and equals are used. Six hundred and nineteen minus four hundred and twenty-eight equals a hundred and ninety-one.
MULTIPLICATION. In small calculations, the most common approach is to say three fours, six sevens, and to use are for =. Three fours are twelve. In larger calculations, there are several possibilities. One way is to say times for × , and is or makes for =.

DIVISION. The simplest way is to use divided by and equals. Two hundred and sixty-one divided by nine equals twenty-nine.

A AND PER. In expressions where we relate different measurements, we usually use the indefinite article in speaking; per is often used in writing. It costs two pounds a week. Miles per hour.

1. In English there are some mixed parts of speech, that is, forms which are half one part of speech and half another. Such forms are called verbals. The varbals are: 1) THE PRESENT PARTICIPLE; 2) THE PAST PARTICIPLE; 3) THE GERUND; 4) THE INFINITIVE. 

THE PARTICIPLE is a mixed part of speech that combines the features of an adjective, an adverb and a verb. Having features of an adjective the participle can be an attribute to a noun: A broken vase was on the table. Having features of an adverb it can be an adverbial modifier in a sentence: He sat at the table thinking. Like a verb the participle can: 1) have an object: Signing a letter he asked her to send it. 2) it can be modified by an adverb: Packing his things quickly, he went to the station. 3) it can have forms of voice and tense.

2. This table contains all possible forms of the participle.

3. There are two types of participle: the Presenr participle or Participle I and the Past Participle or Participle II.

PARTICIPLE I IS FORMED ACCORDING TO THE RULES: 

1) TO MOST VERBS WE SIMPLY ADD –ING: READ-READING;

2) TO THE EVRBS ENDING WITH A SILENT –E WE ADD –ING AND DROP –E: MAKE-MAKING;

3) TO THE VERBS THAT END WITH A VOWEL AND A CONSONANT WE ADD –ING AND DOUBLE THE LAST CONSONANT: SIT-STTING.
PARTICIPLE II IS FORMED ACCORDING TO THE RULES OF THE PST SIMPLE TENSE.


4. We have several constructions with participle. They are: COMPLEX OBJECT AND THE NOMINATIVE ABSOLUTE PARTICIPLE CONSTRUCTION.

After verbs – to see, to watch, to hear, to notice, to feel, to observe we use COMPLEX OBJECT. It consists of a noun in the nominative case or a pronoun in the objective case and participle.

I saw him running. I saw the bales opened and samples drawn.

The constructions that have their own subject are called the Nominative Absolute Participle Constructions.

We can characterize modal verbs as follows: they are defective verbs as they do not have all forms that normal verbs have, that is they do not have non-finite forms (infinitive, gerund, participle); they do not describe action, they express attitude towards it; they do not have all tense forms, some have only present form, others have the past form; we do not need an auxiliary for forming questions and negative sentences if there is a modal verb; the form of a modal verb never changes; the verb that goes after a modal verb is used without particle to, except ought to. Each modal verb has a synonymous expression to form the missing tense forms. 


2. MUST is used in rules, to say that the action is necessary/ we use it to give smb an order/ to strongly recommended or offer smth. To talk about was necessary in the past we use have to.
HAVE TO we use to talk about things that are necessary because of rules that ither people oblige us to follow. We also use have to for things that are necessary because of the circumstances. We also use have to to talk about the future.

SHOULD/SHOULDN’T to say what is a good thing for us to do/to say that something is a bad thing for us to do. Should is not so strong as must or have to. We use the question form should I ? to ask for advice. We can say I think we should, I don’t think you shouldn’t to give an opinion. We can use do you think I should..? to ask for advice.

CAN/COULD we use can to talk about what people are able to do. In the negatives, we use cannot or can’t to talk about what people are not able to do. We use could/couldn’t to talk what people were able to do in the past. The synonymous expression is to be able to.

MAY/MIGHT We use may or might to talk about things that are possible, now or in the future. The negative is may not or might not.

1. We use the Present simple tense to talk about facts: Heat rises.

We use the Present simple to talk about repeated actions ( habits, routines): He always gets up at 7.

We use the present simple with expressions of frequency twice a week, often.

Note that we put adverbs (never, often, usually) before a verb: We never watch TV in the morning.
WE FORM THE PRESENT SIMPLE TENSE LIKE THIS:

POSITIVE – I/we they/ you know.

NEGATIVE I/you/we/they don’t know. He/she/it doesn’t know.

QUESTIONS Do I/you/they/we know? Does he/she/it know?

SHORT ANSWERS Yes, I/you/they/we do. Yes, he/she/it does. No, I/we/they/you don’t. No, he/she/it doesn’t.

With he/she/it we add –s to most verbs: get-gets.

BUT THERE ARE SOME EXEPTIONS.


We add –es to verbs which end with –sh, -ch, -ss or –o: do-does, finish-finishes.

We change some verbs that end with –y in this way: cry-dries.

But we add –s to verbs that end with –ay, -oy, -ey, -uy: pay-pays.


2.  We use the Past Simple for complete events, even when they continued for a long time: My parents lived there three years ago.

We also use it to talk about repeated actions in the past, or habits: When George was young, he always walked to school.

We use the Past Simple to tell a story in past time.

When we form the past form of a verb we must keep in mind what verb it is : regular or irregular. For irregular verbs there is a special table and they must be learnt by heart.

We form of regular verbs by adding –ed to the verb: walk-walked.

Verbs ending with –e+d: live-lived; verbs ending with a consonant and –y- ied: apply-applied.
Most verbs ending with one vowel and one consonant we double the last consonant: -p stop-stopped.

We form negatives, questions, short answers with did.

POSITIVE I/WE/THEY/HE/SHE/IT/YOU WALKED.

NEGATIVE I/WE/THEY/HE/SHE/IT/YOU DIDN’T WALK.

QUESTIONS DID HE/SHE/I/YOU/WE/THEY/ WALK?

SHORT ANSWERS Yes, I/WE/THEY/YOU/HE/SHE/IT DID. NO, I/YOU/WE/THEY/HE/SHE/IT DIDN’T.



3. We use will to talk about the future. We make sentences with will like this: 

 POSITIVE I/YOU/WE/THEY/HE/SHE/IT WILL/’LL GO.

NEGATIVE I/WE/THEY/YOU/HE/SHE/IT WILL NOT/ WON’T GO.

QUESTIONS WILL I/YOU/WE/THEY/HE/SHE/IT GO?

We use will to talk about future facts, and things that we think will happen in the future. My father will be fifty next Monday. 

We also use will to ask about the future.
We use I’ll when we make a decision to do something. For example, when the telephone rings, we say: I’ll answer it.

SHALL. We use Shall I…? or I shall or I’ll… when we want to do things for other people.

OFFER: Shall I make you a cup of coffee?

OFFER: I’ll make you a cup of coffee.

We use Shall we..? to suggest things that we can do: 

SUGGESTION: Shall we see a film tonight?

1. We make the Present Continuous tense with the present tense of be and the –ing form of a verb.

POSITIVE I AM/I’M WORKING NOW; YOU/WE/THEY ARE /’RE WORKING NOW. HE/SHE/IT IS/’S WORKING NOW. 

NEGATIVE I AM NOT/ ‘M NOT WOKING. YOU/WE/THEY ARE NOT/’RE NOT/AREN’T WORKING. HE/SHE/IT IS NOT/’S NOT/ISN’T WORKING.

QUESTIONS AM I…? ARE YOU/WE/THEY…? IA HE/SHE/IT WORKING?

To make the –ing form, we add –ing: walk-walking.

Verbs ending with –e: come-coming, but see-seeing.

Verbs ending with –ie: lie-lying.

Verbs ending with one vowel end one consonant: sit-sitting.

 We sue this tense for an action that has started, that has not finished, and that will continue in the future. The action is not in the progress at the time of speaking, but we often say at the moment. We’re painting the flat at the moment. 

We use this tense for a temporary action or situation that is different from a person’s normal habits: She’s doing a course this week. 

We use it to talk about changes and trends. This use often goes with nowadays, these days: The earth’s climate is getting warmer.

We use it with always to say that something happens too often: Tom is always asking stupid questions.


2. We form the Past Continuous in this way:

POSITIVE WE/YOU/THEY WERE DOING. I/HE/SHE/IT WAS DOING.

NEGATIVE I/HE/SHE/IT WAS NOT/WASN’T DOING. WE/YOU/THEY ERE NOT/WEREN’T DOING.

QUESTIONS WAS I/HE/SHE/IT DOING? WERE WE/YOU/THEY DOING?

We use it for an action or situation or situation that was in progress at a particular time in the past. I was living in Japan in 1991.(I lived there from 1990 to 1993).
We use it to talk about an action that was in progress, when something else happened: Last Saturday, he as playing football in the park when he saw her.

IN A STORY WE OFTEN USE  it to say what was in progress, when something else happened: The sun was shining. People were sitting under the trees. 

3. We use present simple for things that are true at any time, while present continuous is used to say that an action is in progress now, at the time we speak.

We use p. s. when we talk about a permanent action, or an activity that is repeated again and again, we think that it will continue for an unlimited period of time, whole p.c. is used to describe an activity or situation that is unusual or temporary, we know that it will continue for a limited period of time from now.
 THE VERBS THAT ARE NOT USED IN THE CONTINUOUS TENSES.

VERBS OF THINKING: KNOW, REMEMBER, FORGET, RECOGNIZE, NOTICE, UNDERSTAND.

VERBS OF FEELING: HATE, LIKE, LOVE, WANT.

VERBS: BE, INCLUDE, MATTER, COST, MEAN, PREFER, FIT, NEED, SMELL, HEAR, OWN, SOUND.

Some verbs have two meanings: one that describes an action, and one that does not: 

LOOK: He’s looking at the picture. (action) He looks (seems) tired.

TASTE: John is tasting the soup. (action) The soup tastes nice.

FEEL: She’s feeling the material. (action) I feel cross about the accident.

1. We use the Present Perfect tense to talk about situations or actions during a period that started in the past, and has continued up to the present (today, this month, for three weeks).We’ve lived here for six years.
We make this tense like this:

POSITIVE I/WE/YOU/THEY HAVE/’VE STARTED. HE/SHE/IT HAS/’S STARTED.

NEGATIVE I/YOU/WE/THEY HAVE NOT/HAVEN’T STARTED. HE/SHE/IT HAS NOT/HASN’T STARTED.

QUESTIONS HAVE I/YOU/WE/THEY STARTED? HAS HE/SHE/IT STARTED?

We can use it with ever, never, already, yet.

2. We use it for something that happened before something in the past. We use the past perfect for a thing that happened first; we use the past simple for a thing that happened later. When I got home, I saw that the letter arrived.
POSITIVE I/YOU/WE/THEY/HE/SHE/IT HAD GONE.

NEGATIVE I/YOU/WE/THEY/HE/SHE/IT HADN’T GONE.

QUESTIONS HAD I/YOU/WE/THEY/HE/SHE/IT GONE?

3. We use the Future Perfect tense to talk about the action that will finish before some other action in the future.

POSITIVE I/WE/THEY/HE/SHE/IT/YOU WIIL HAVE DONE.

NEGATIVE I/WE/THEY/HE/SHE/IT/YOU WLL NOT HAVE DONE.

QUESTIONS WILL I/WE/THEY/YOU/HE/SHE/IT HAVE DONE?


4. We use the past simple to talk about something that happened at a particular time in the past, while in the case with the present perfect the time is not necessary. We use the past simple to talk about actions during a period of time that ended in the past, while for the present perfect the action began in the past but is connected with the present moment.

5. We form the Present Perfect Continuous like this:

POSITIVE I/WE/THEY/YOU HAVE/’VE BEEN DOING. HE/SHE/IT HAS/’S BEEN DOING.

NEGATIVE I/YOU/WE/THEY HAVEN’T BEEN DOING. HE/SHE/IT HASN’T BEEN DOING.

QUESTIONS HAVE I/YOU/WE/THEY BEEN DOING? HAS HE/SHE/IT BEEN DOING?

We use it for an action that began in the past and continues until now; I’ve been waiting for you now. We often use it with for and since; for with a period of time and since with a point in time: I’ve been waiting for you for three hours. I’ve been waiting for you since 6 o’clock.

We use it for actions that are done many times in a period of time from the past until now: She’s been having driving lessons for a couple of months. We can use HOW LONG? with it.

1. Statements which contain verbs that express actions can have two kinds of subjects: the subject denotes the person or thing that does the action. In this case we have the active construction, in which the verb is in the active voice, e.g. The students buy many books. Sometimes we do not know the person or the thing that does the action. In this case we must have a different kind of subject, for no English sentence, if it is not an imperative sentence, can be without a subject. We take as the subject of the sentence the person or the thing that suffers the action, and we have the passive construction, in which the verb is in the passive voice, e.g. Many letters are posted every day.

2. This table gives all passive forms that exist in English.

3. We use the passive when we do not know who did the action or when it is not important to say who did it: Our car was made in Korea.
We also use the passive to make the topic of a conversation into the subject of the sentence.

A: What happened to the girl?

B: She was bitten by the dog.

 Notice that the object in the active sentence is the same as the subject in the passive sentence.

ACTIVE: They sell cold drinks here.

PASSIVE: Cold drinks are sold here.

We use by to say who does, or did, the action. 

This film was directed by Hitchcock.

1. Gerund is a mixed part of speech that combines features of a noun and a verb. It does not exist in the Russian language. To understand the form and the functions of the gerund, let us analyze words, e.g. writing, reading, they are nouns in form, are names of actions and therefore they are half-nouns, half-verbs.

2. Having the features of a verb the gerund can have the tense and voice forms.

3. Like a verb the gerund can have a direct object: I remember reading this letter.
It can be modified by an adverb: He likes reading aloud.

In the sentence it can be:

a) a subject: reading is her favourite occupation.

b) a part of a nominative predicate: Her greatest pleasure is reading.

c) A part of a verbal predicate: He finished reading the book.

d) a direct object: I remember reading it.

e) an indirect object with preposition: I am fond of reading it.

f) an attribute: I had the pleasure of reading it.

g) an adverbial modifier: After reading the letter I put it on the table.

2. Like a verb the infinitive can have a direct object: I told him to post the letter.

It can be modified by an adverb: I asked him to speak slowly.

3. In a sentence the infinitive can perform the functions of:

a) a subject: To skate is pleasant.

b) a part of a nominative predicate: Your duty was to inform me.

c) a part of a verbal predicate: She began to translate the article.

d) an object: I asked him to help me.

e) an attribute: He expressed a desire to help me.

f) an adverbial modifier: I went to the station to see off a friend.


4. FOR + NOUN (PRONOUN) + INFINITIVE

It is easy for you to say that. The first thing for me to do is to find out when the steamer arrives.

“OBJECTIVE WITH THE INFINITIVE”

I want him to help me.

This construction is used after the verbs: to want, to expect, to desire, to see, to watch, etc.

1. A sentence is a group of words or sometimes only one which expresses a complete thought. We can divide most sentences into two halves.

1) The first half is the person or thing about which the speaker is speaking. We call this first half the SUBJECT GROUP.
2) the second half is what the speaker says about the subject. We call this group of words the PREDICATE GROUP. We call the sentences which contain one subject-group and one predicate-group SIMPLE SENTENCES.


2. The principal parts of the sentence are the subject and the predicate. The subject answers the questions who? And what? And is expressed by a noun or  a pronoun in the nominative case. The most important part of the sentence is the predicate. A verbal predicate answers questions like what is the subject doing? and is expressed by a verb. A sentence may contain only a verbal predicate and nothing else. The order of words in an English simple sentence is not free, but fixed.

3. Besides objects and adverbials that have fixed places, there is one more secondary part of the sentence which we can find both in the subject0group and in the predicate-group. This is the attribute. Attributes answer the questions whose?, what kind of?, Which, how many? and tells us something about the nouns in the sentence. Simple sentence may contain two kinds of attributes. The first kind of attribute consists of one national word. It stands before a noun, no matter what function the noun has. The second kind of attribute has no fixed place in the sentence, but it depends only on the place which its noun occupies.

1. There are two types of complex sentences: the complex sentence and the compound sentence. The compound sentence consists of two or more parts that is simple sentences that are independent and we can make some simple sentences out of one compound. The parts of a compound sentence are connected with the help of conjunctions and; but, and sometimes without conjunctions. For example, The signal was given, and the steamer moved slowly from the dock. I came home early, but he remained to the end of the concert. He will return from Moscow in June; his sister will stay there another month.

2. The complex sentence consists of two different parts: THE PRINCIPLE CLAUSE AND THE SUBORDINAYE CLAUSE. That means that one sentence depends on the other and explains it. The parts of the complex sentence are connected with the help of subordinating conjunctions.

3. There are different types of subordinate clauses. Let’s describe them.

SUBJECT CLAUSES. They perform the function of the subject in a sentence and are joined to the main clause with the help of that, whether, if. That he has made a mistake is strange.

PREDICATIVE CLAUSE. They perform the function of the part of the nominative predicate. The trouble is that I have lost his address.

OBJECT CLAUSES. They perform the function of a direct or indirect object. He told us that he felt ill.
